4.8  St George’s Day Event 20 April 2013 – the Events Co-ordinator confirmed that he had not received a reply from Phoenix Theatre regarding their involvement in the planned events but he was working with Headway Theatre Group regarding a project in schools to create a carnival atmosphere.  He was also in discussion regarding the development of a project that could result in the development of a computer game related to George and the Dragon.  
4.9  PR Activities – the Events Co-ordinator circulated a copy of the current Link with the full page advertisement for the Summer Fair.  He also reported that Radio Newcastle and Radio Northumberland would be promoting the Fair.  Dawson and Sanderson in conjunction with Jet 2 would also be promoting the Fair and their own 50th Anniversary.
