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ALLOTMENTS – PARTNERSHIP SCHEME

The following policy has been adopted for the purpose of allotment partnerships. 
When existing allotment holders wish to take partners to work their allotment the following system should be followed: 
1. The Council must be informed in writing.

2. The partner’s name and address should be supplied.

The above system should be followed even if it is for a husband and wife.  A partner does not need to be a relation of the Tenant but someone who has been helping them for a period of time and is on the allotment waiting list.
The partnership agreement will have to have been in existence for a minimum of three years prior to any change in the tenancy taking place.

Data Protection

The General Data Protection Regulations ("GDPR") will take effect in the UK from 25 May 2018.  It replaces the existing law on data protection (the Data Protection Act 1998) and gives individuals more rights and protection regarding how their personal data is used by Councils.  This covers information held both in electronic and paper formats.

One of the main changes is with regard to "Consent", as individuals have more rights to decide how their data is processed.  Individuals must agree to this by an "opt in" approach.  With regard to this, and by the fact that you are the named partner of the allotment tenant, we already have the personal data we need from you.  This is a legitimate reason within the new Regulations to hold your information and your data will only be used for allotment related purposes.

Should you decide that you do not give consent for us to process your information then, unfortunately, we will not be able to allow you to become a registered partner on the allotment.
