BECAUSE NORTHUMBERLAND HAS NATURE RESERVES ON ITS COASTLINE IT MEANS ALL THE ALLOTMENT SITES IN BLYTH ARE DEEMED TO BE IN THE HIGH RISK AREA, THEREFORE THE PRESENT RESTRICTIONS WILL CONTINUE UP TO SUNDAY 30 APRIL 2017.

THE RESTRICTIONS DO NOT APPLY TO THOSE ALLOTMENT HOLDERS WHO HAVE RACING PIGEONS.
