PRESENTATION BY ICE RENEWABLES LIMITED 

REGARDING A PROPOSED WIND TURBINE AT LOW HORTON FARM


The Ice Renewable Limited representative explained that there were 

12 farms on the Horton Estate and that there had been a history of flooding problems due to the fact that water was no longer pumped out of Bates Colliery.  This in turn had resulted in less and less profitable farming.  Consultation was ongoing regarding the proposed wind turbine and Northumberland County Council had suggested that as part of the pre-application process they should contact both Blyth and Cramlington Town Councils.  Detailed information regarding the proposed turbine and its location were provided along with representations of the impact it would have on the neighbouring landscape.
